* 98 percent of all Christmas trees are grown on
farms, while only 2% are cut from the wild.

* To ensure enough trees for harvest, growers
plant one to three seedlings for every tree
harvested.

* More than 2,000 trees are usually planted per
acre. On average 1,000-1,500 of these trees will
survive. In the northern part of the country,
perhaps 750 trees will remain

*It takes six to ten years of fighting heavy rain,
wind, hail and drought to get a mature tree.

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The Meaning Behind the Christmas Wreath

A wreath adds beauty and color to the season,
but the Christmas wreath meaning contributes more
than just fresh pine smell and a holiday decoration. A
wreath has spiritual meaning as well.

The Christmas wreath is another tradition that
has been around for a long time and was initially
created from fresh evergreens. Hung on the door or a
window, the wreath has been viewed as an invitation
to the spirit of Christmas to enter the home.

Each part of the Christmas wreath has a
meaning in keeping with the season. Each symbol
recognizes a part of the Christian belief system.

Traditional wreaths are in the form of a circle.
This circle has numerous meanings, both to Christians
and non-Christians alike:

e The eternal presence of God, with no
beginning and no end

e The cycle of the seasons, from spring to winter

e The hope of life renewing itself

e The hope of eternal life through Christ the
Savior

e The unending love of God

The early wreaths were made out of several
evergreen materials. The evergreens in general
represent continuity and survival through difficult
times. Each evergreen used, however, also has a
meaning:

e Holly represents the crown of thorns that
Christ wore at the Crucifixion

e Pine, holly and yew symbolize eternal life

o Cedar stands for healing

e Laurel represents the conquest over pain and
suffering

e Pine cones, seeds and nuts represent birth and
rebirth
